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THE WEEK

Among the major events of the week:

® The Chinese people denounced U.S. imperialist aggression
against the Demecratic Republic of Viet Nam and pledged support
to the Vietnamese people.

In Peking and all over the country, 20 million people took part in
rallics and demonstrations. Pcking on August 9 held a mass rally of
100,000 citizens.

® On August 12, Foreign Minister Chen Yi sent a letter to the
D.R.V. Foreign Minister Xuan Thuy declaring that the U.N. has no
right to consider the Indo-China question.

® A mass meeting in the capital voiced support for the 10th
World Conference Against A- and H-Bombs,

® Citizens of Peking met to back up the struggle of the Ameri-
can Negroes and commemorate publication of a statement by Chair-
man Mao Tse-tung on the same question a year ago.

® Hilal Raslan, the new Syrian Ambassador to China, presented
his credentials to Vice-Chairman Tung Pi-wu on August 11.

® The Chinese press published:

— the August 6 statement of the Government of the Democratic
Republic of Viet Nam denouncing U.S. war moves against that
country.

— President Ho Chi Minh's call to his nation to stand ready to
fight for the defence of their fatherland.

— statements of solidarity with the D.R.V. issued by the Gov-
ernments of Korea, Cuba and Albania, by Prince Souphanouvong,
Vice-Premier of the Laotian Government of National Union and
Chairman of the Neo Lao Haksat, by the Central Committee of the
Japanese Communist Party and by Chairman D.N. Aidit of the Indo-

nesian Communist Party.

Chairman Mao Sees New Peking
Opera

Chairman Mao Tse-tung and other
Party leaders saw a Peking opera on
a contemporary theme on August 10.
The new opera, Raid on the White
Tiger Regiment, was performed by
the Shantung Provincial Peking
Opera Theatre. “White Tiger” refers
io the enemy regiment whose head-
quarters was wiped out by the
Chinese People’s Volunteers during
the Korean War.

Alter the curtain fell, Chairman
Mao and others in his party went on
the stage where they shook hands
with the actors and actresses and
posed with them for the photog-
raphers.

The same evening, Premier Chou
En-lai and other Party and state
leaders received participants to the
first festival of modern drama and

opera sponsored by the Chinese Peo-
ple’s Liberation Army Air Force.

Statements by Khrushchov
Published

Compiled and edited by the Shijie
Zhishi (World Culture) Press, the
first volume of Statements by
Khrushchov has been published in
Chinese and is on sale throughout
the country.

The collection comprises 98
speeches, reports, correspondence and
articles by Khrushchov carried in
Pravda during the period from 1932
to September 1953. Volume I car-
ried his speeches and documents pub-
lished between 1932 and 1941.

The “Publisher’s Note” reads:

“Khrushchov is the biggest revi-
sionist of contemporary times, the
biggest teacher by negative example
in the history of the international
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communist movenment. A syslematic
understanding of Khrushchov is ol
great importance lor the slruggle
against modern revisionism. In order
that our Party members and people
should be able to understand not only
the Khrushchov of today bul also ol
the past. we have compiled and now
publish the speeches and other docu-
mentis of this big revisionist before
he seized the post of First Secretary
of the Central Commitlee of the
CPS.U.

“A comparison between Khrush-
chov's statements past and present
will lay bare the ugly features ol this
big intrigani. careerist and double-
dealer. Whereas in the past he used
words ad nauseam to praise Stalin
fervently. describing Stalin as ‘father
of the people of all nationalities in
the Soviet Union,” now he viciously
maligns Stalin to the tune of the
Trotskyites as ‘murderer’ and ‘idiot.’
Whereas in the past, in excess of
words and deeds, he extended the
scope ol the suppression of counter-
revolutionaries, swearing to annihi-
late the counter-revolulionaries to
the last man and ‘scatter their ashes
to the winds,” now he rails with bit-
fer hatred against the work of sup-
pressing the counter-revolutionaries.
doing his utmost to paint a dark pic-
lure ol Soviet power and of the
dictatorship of the proletariat. Where-
as in the past he denounced Tilo as
a ‘direct agent of imperialism,” and
a ‘contemptible {urncoat., now he
treats Tito like a brother and his
own flesh and blood. All these in-
slances are oo many o be cited. We
can sce that in Stalin's lifetime,
Khrushchov was a fellow who knew
how to flatter and intrigue for posi-
tion; we can see how he used vol-
umes ol high-sounding words {o dis-
guise himselfl in order to deceive and
win the confidence of the Party and
people. Then, once he had usurped
the leadership of the Soviet Party
and slate. he immediately began to
oppose Marxism-Leninism, the pro-
letarian revolution and the dictator-
ship of the proletariai in the name
of opposing Stalin. Isn't il clear
what kind of man Khrushchov is?

“Although Khrushchov iried to
cover himsell up in his early state-
ments. they still show traces of re-
visionism belraying Marxism-Lenin-
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istm.  This is not dilfiicult to sce if
the reader is palient enough to read
on.”’

Chinese Party and state leaders
Mao Tse-tung.

The message reads: ~“We
were shocked to hear the unfortunate
news of the death of Comrade Alek-
sander Zawadzki, President of the
Council of State ol the Polish Peo-
ple’s Republic. Member ol the Po-
litical Bureau of the Central Com-
mittee of the Polish United Workers
Party, well-known Polish political
figure and a friend of the Chinese
people.  With great griel, we extend
you our deep condolences.”

On August 10, Tung Pi-wu. Vice-
Chairman of the Pcople’s Republic
ol China and Member of the Polil-
ical Bureau of the C.P.C. Central
Committee; Chou FEn-lai. Premicr
and Vice-Chairman of the C.P.C.
Central Committee, and other top-
ranking Chinese government olficials
went to the Polish Embassy to ex-
press their condolences and mourn
in silence in front of a picture ol the
late President. Wreaths were sent
by Chairman Mao Tse-tung., Chair-
man Liu Shao-chi and other Chinese
leaders.

In Shanghai and Canlon., local
Party and government leaders went
to the Polish consulales-general to
express their condolences.

The Chinese Communist Party and
the Chinese Government have ap-
pointed Wang Kuo-chuan. Chinese
Ambassador to Poland. as lhe repre-
sentative of the Chinese Party and
state to altend the funeral ol the
late Polish President in Warsaw.

Chinese Trade Representatives
For Japan

Sun Ping-hua, chiefl representative.
and four others, represeniatives and
members of the stall of the Liao
Cheng-chih Liaison Office in Tokvo.
have left for Japan. The Tokvo
Liaison Office was set up in accord-
ance with the talks held in Peking

last April between representatives ol
the Liao Cheng-chih Office in charge
ol  non-governmental trade with
Japan and the Tatsunosuke Takasaki
Office of Japan.

Sun Ping-hua. speaking al a re-
ceplion given in his honour on the
eve ol his departure, pledged that he
and his colleagues would devote their
efforts to the promotlion of Sino-
Japanese trade.

Soon after the end of the long
summer vacation, which takes place
in jusl over a fortnight. this year's
college graduates will be going into
jobs waiting for them.

China Vows: “We Stand By Viet Nam"”

THE U.S. imperialisis’ premedilated armed atlack on

the Democratic Republic of Viet Nam was immediate-
ly denounced by the Chinese people. How they [elt
about this wanion onslaught on their next-door neigh-
bour and a fraternal member of the socialist camp
was expressed in the official Chinese government
statement: “U.S. aggression against the D.R.V. mcans
aggression against China! The Chinese people will
absolutely not sit idly by without lending a helping
hand.” U.S. made savage air raids on three arcas in
the D.R.V. on August 3. The Chinese government stale-
ment was issued on August 6 and immedialely a series
of mighty anti-U.S. imperialist demonstrations began
to sweep the country. Slarting in Peking, these dem-
onstrations, unprecedented in scale. spread over to olher
major cities, small towns and villages. To dale more
than 20 million people have taken part in protest moecet-
ings or street demonsirations, representing a widespread
mobilization in opposition to U.S. imperialist agaression.

The nation was stirred and a spirit of mili-
tancy prevailed over the land. Millions ol people, shout-
ing slogans. marched along cily streets and through
country fields {o show
their deep class hatred
for U.8. imperialism
and warm class love
for their Vietnamese
brothers. While cheer-
ing the great victory ol
the Vietnhamese people
in their baltile against
the U.S. air pirales the
people stepped up pro-
duclion, preparving to
help their Vietnamese
brothers by practical
deeds. The officers and
men of the three serv-
ices of the Chinese
People's Liberation
Army  pledged to
heighten  their  vigi-
lance. intensily their
training and be veady
to sirike back at U.S.
imperialist war provo-
calions any time.
