Liu Ning-l on [0k World
Conference Azainst A-and
H-Bomus

On September 1. Liu Ning-1. leader
ol the Chinese delegation to the re-
cent 10th World Conference Against
Alomic and Hydrogen Bombs in
Japan. gave a report on the con-
ference 1o representatives  of  all
walks of lite in the capital.

Conference of Unily, Appraising ils
outstanding achievements, Liu Ning-1
described the conference as one of
unity al which the Japanese pcople
and the people of the rest of the
world condemned U.S. imperialism.
the mortal enemy of peace, and de-
fended world peace: it was also a
conlerence at which the peoples of
the world smashed the plots for a
split by the modern revisionists in
the service of U.S. imperialism. He
also referred to the conference as the
largest and the most fruitful. one of
great international significance with
a far-reaching influence.

Liu Ning-I gave an account of how
participantis had exposed. in the light
ol their own experience, the crimes
committed by U.S. imperialism,
namely. aggression. intervention. sub-
version and the implementation of
its policy of war in all parts of the
globe.  While the conference was in
session, Liu Ning-I recalled. U.S. im-
perialism launched its armed aggres-
sion against the Democratic Republic
ol Viet Nam. This fresh crime. he
sawd. enraged the delegates. Con-
fronted by this, the plenary session
in Osaka adopted a resolution oppos-
ing this new US. war provocation
against the D.RV.

Criminal Attempts by Soviet Revi-
Liu Ning-I then went into
detail exposing the criminal attempts
by the Soviet revisionists to split
and sabotage the Japanese move-
ment for banning A- and H-bombs,

After the 9th World Conference
closed last year. he said, they pub-
lished articles attacking its resolu-
tions which thev themselves had
voted for. They egged on and sup-
ported the Japanese Right-wing so-
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cial democrats to intensiiv themwr ef-
forts to split the Japanese movement
and convene a schismatic meoting,
They also let it be known that it
was their intention to change ihe
fundamental line of the Japanase
movement completely.

When the preparatory meeting [or
the international session of the 10th
conference began on July 28, Liu
Ning-1 continued, many delegates
put questions to the Soviet delega-
tion. asking why it had opposed the
9th conference, why it wanted to
take part in the splitters’ meeting
and why it supported the splitters
actions. Giving these questions a
wide berth. Zhukov, the Soviet dele-
gation leader, simply said that they
had not come to be placed on ftrial,
while making clear their decision 1o
support and take part in the split-
ters’ meeting. Zhukov also put the
delegates from India and the World
Council of Peace up to sowing dis-
sension and creating trouble both
inside and outside the conference.
This vicious attitude of the Soviet
delegation caused great indignation
among the vast majority of the dele-
gates who cited a host of facts ox-
posing and denouncing the crimes
ol the Soviet revisionists: persistently
serving the needs of imperialism, re-
fusing to support the just struggle
ol the Japanese people and the na-
tional independence movements and
engaging in  splitting and  sabo-
taging the movementi of the world's
people in defence of peace.

At the conference, Liu Ning-1 ro-
called, Zhukov and his company had
vepeatedly vilified delegates of var-
icus countries and tried to make
trouble.  But, thanks to the persis-
tent  struggle of delegates from
Japan  and other parts of the
werld, the conference eventually de-
cided that “no foreign delegates
taking part in the splitters’ meeting
should be clected to the leading or-
gans of the conlerence.” Thus the
ugly efforts of the Soviet delegation
to infiltrate the conference in order
to split and sabotage it were [ully
exposed. Its attempts to penetrate
the conference in order to change
the correct line of the conference
also  went  bankrupt. Thereupon,
Zhukov and his group announced
their withdrawal from the world con-

ference.  With tails between their
legs, they ran ofl and attended the
splitlers’ meeting in Hiroshima.

Liu Ning-I pointed out that the
struggle at this international con-
[erence was highly significant. Tt
fully showed that the Soviet revi-
sicnists and their partners from the
Werld Council of Peace were hos-
tile to the Japanese progressive lor-
ces and the Japanese people, that they
tried to sabotage and split the world
conference, and they were in every
sense the biggest splitters.  But be-
fore the broad masses of the people,
the splitters had no way out: the
masses could not but disown them,
Liu Ning-I concluded.

Chinese Delegation Back From
Aumania

Li Hsien-nien, Vice-Premier and
