Solidarity With the Congolese People

The wave of anger and protest
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called on the people of the whole
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Chu Teh, Teng Hsiao-ping, Tung Pi-
wu and other Chinese leaders partic-
ipated. For three conseculive days
the capital seethed with anger. Well
over two million turned out on the
streets and roared out their prolests
against the rape of the Congo by
U.S. imperialism,

The  support-Congo  campaign
spread like a prairie fire. In Shang-
hai, Tientsin. Canton, Sian. Chengtu,
Urumchi and many other cities,
people turned out in their hundreds
ol thousands. defying heavy rains or
blizzards, and shouting “Down with
U.S. imperialism!™  This protest
against U.S. imperialist aggression
was a conercte manifestation of the
greal inlernationalist spirit of the
Chinese people to give all possible
support to the Congolese people and
to back the revolutionary peoples
the world over

The support-Congo campaign em-
braced people of all sections. In
rallies or demonstrations, they de-
nounced lhe crimes committed by
the US. imperialists in varvious parts
ol the world. and pointed out that
U.S. imperialism was the most fero-
cious enemy of the world's people.
Many emphasized that the Johnson
Administration was the chiel culprit
in the massacre of the Congolese
people.

The support-Congo campaign was
also a powerful demonstration of
international solidarity against U.S.

Friends from African, Asian
and Latin American countries. from
socialist and other countries of the
world joined the Chinese people in
their mass demonstrations. They
carried placards and shouted slogans
in many languages.

China-Indonesia Joint Press
Release

Vice-Premier and Foreign  Minis-
ter Chen Yi, aficr a friendlv seven-
day visit to Indonesia, l¢ft Dijakarta
on December 3. During his briel stav,
he was veceived by President
Sukarno and he met Members of the
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Presidium ol the Cabinet and other
Indonesian leaders. They shared ex-
perience gained in the common strug-
gle against imperialism and old and
new colonialism. and exchanged in-
formation regarding the present-day
situation. They also discussed various
international problems as well as
ways of carrying lorward their com-
mon struggle

A joint press release on these talks
was issued on December 3. It states
that both sides hold that the strug-
gles against imperialism and old and
new colonialism in the world today
are interrelated and cannot be sep-
araled one from the other. It de-
clares that, in these struggles. the
Asian and Alrican peoples and all
the new emerging forces must sup-
port each other and strengthen their
solidarity and co-operation. China.
the press release says. reaffivms ils
full support for the Indonesian Gov-
ernment and people in their struggle
to crush “Malaysia,” a tool of Brilish
neo-colonialism. The Indonesian side
reiterates its strong suppoert for the
Chinese Government and people in
their struggle for the restoration of
China's lawful rights in the United
Nations.

With the Second Afro-Asian Con-
ference scheduled to open in Algiers
next March, Vice-Premier Chen Yi
took the opportunity of his visit to
discuss  with Indonesian leaders
varicus problems relating to its prep-
aralions so as to ensure its success.
He also discussed with them the
question of holding a world summit
conference on the complete prohibi-
tion and total elimination of nuclear
weapons.  Both sides have expressod
their determination to continue 1o
struggale for the realization of this
aim,

Vice-Premier Chen Yi
Visits Burma

Vice-Premier and Foreign Minister
Marshal Chen Yi returned to Peking
on December 8.

He paid a visit to Burma, following
his visit to Indonesia, at the invitation
af the Burmese Government. Dur-
ing his three-day stay, he held talks
with General Ne Win, Chairman of
the Roevolutionary Council of the
Union of Burma. On December 3,

General Ne Win gave a banquet in
his honour.

Chinese Delegation Returns
From Albania

The Chinese Party and govern-
menl delegation led by Li Hsien-
nien. Member of the Political Bureau
of the Central Commitice of the
Chinese Communist Party and Vice-
Premier, returned to Peking on
December 8 after attending the cele-
brations in Tirana for the 20th
anniversary ol the liberation of
Albania.

During its stay in Albania, Lhe
delegation toured the cities of south-
ern Albania and everywhere received
the warmest of welcomes [rom the

[raternal  Albanian  people. On
December 4, Enver Hoxha, First

Secretary of the Central Commitice
ol the Albanian Party of Labour, and
Mehmet Shehu, Member of the Polil-
ical Bureau of the Central Com-
mittee of the Party and Chairman of
the Council of Ministers. received
the delegation and gave a banquet in
its honour.

Chinese Peace Delegation te
Italy Returns

The China Peace Commitiee dele-
gation led by Liao Cheng-chih, Vice-
Chairman of the committee, returned
to Peking on December 8 alter a
visit to Italy at the invitation of the
Italian Peace Commitiee. During
its stay in Ttaly from November 18
to December 1, it held talks with the
Presidium of the Halian Peace Com-
mittee on the international situation
and problems ol common interest to
the peace movements of the two
countrics.

A joinl communique issued after
the talks points out that U.S. impe-
rialism is the ringleader of the
enemies of world peace and con-
demns U.S, aggressive action in south
Viet Nam. It expresses opposition
to the dangerous U.S. project of a
multilateral nuclear force and sup-
ports proposals for a world summit
cenlerence and for nuclear powers to
undertake first of all the obligation
not to use nuclear weapons under any
clreumstance.

The communique protests strongly
against  the criminal actions com-

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Support for Chairman Mao's Statement

Clarion Call in Struggle Against
U.S. Imperialism

HAIRMAN Mao Tse-tung's statement supporting the

Congolese (Leopoldville) people against U.S. aggres-
sion (see Peking Review No. 49) has met with warm
response from people all over the world, particularly
from the people of Africa, Asia and Latin America,
The consensus is that the statement. which lashes out
at Washington’s insidious intrigues and inspires the
oppressed people with confidence in their struggle. is
a fresh blow to U.S. imperialism and its running dogs.

The National Council for the Liberation of the Congao
(L) in a communique on December 7 said that i1 “is deep-
ly moved by Chairman Mao Tse-tung’s statement issued
after the massacre of our population of Stanleyvville,
victims of the armed aggression by the coalition of the
U.S,, British and Belgian imperialists.” The communique
said: “This statement by Chairman Mao Tse-tung. for-
lilying our people in the excrucialing hours of their
history, expresses the profound indignation of all the
peoples of the world who cherish peace and justice,
at the act of banditry perpelrated in the Congo by the
imperialist coalition in total disregard of the sover-
eignty of a state.”

Moumengi Felix, Representative of the National
Council for the Liberation of the Congo. declared in
Cairo on December 2: “We Congolese revolutionaries
are very happy to hear Chairman Mao’s statement in
support of our siruggle against U.S. imperialism. We
are encouraged and will be constantly encouraged by
it.”

The Zanzibar and Pemba Afro-Shirazi Youth
League declared in Zanzibar on December 7 that Chair-
man Mao's statement “has fremendously encouraged
the fighting people of the Congo, the people of the
world fighling against imperialist oppression; it has
inspired these peoples with new dynamism and a
powerlul will to dare to struggle against the most hated
enemy of the peoples of the world —U.S. imperialism.”

Robert Resha, Head of the Mission of the African
National Congress of South Africa in Algiers, said on
December 1: “The Afvican National Congress 1s in full
agreement with Chairman Mao in his denunciation of
the activities of the imperialists in Africa, Asia and
Latin America. We are equally in complete agreement
with him in his condemnation of the brutual military
mtervention by the U.S., Belgian and British imperial-
ists in the Congo.”

Raymond Kunene, the Congress representative in
London, said that the statement “shows once again the
great revolutionary insight into the manoeuvies and

danger of the U.S. impenalist schemes.” He stressed:
“The memorable words of Chairman Mao, ‘All the Chi-
nese people are with vou. ring true.  This is because
of the dedication shown by the Chinese people to the
cause of the freedom struggle of all the oppressed peo-
ple.”

The Pan-Africanist Congress of South Africa issued
4 stalement in Dar-es-Salaam on December 1 hailing
Chairman Mao's words. The determination of the Chi-
nese people to support the Congolese patriotic forces
“should be highly commended by the peoples of Africa.”
The Congress agreed with the Chinese leader’s view
that the U.S. imperialist policies of installing puppet
regimes and waging war in foreign countries would
eventually boomerang asainst U.S, imperialism itsell,
the statement added.

Peter N. Raboroko, Educational Secretary of the
Congress, declared in Cairo on November 30: “All the
people of the world wholcheartedly endorse Chairman
Mao’s assertion that U.S. imperialist armed aggression
against the Congo is a very grave matter. The state-
ment fully exposes the reactionary role of U.S. impe-
nalism in Africa, especially in the Congo.” The secre-
tary concluded: “Chairman Mao’s statement is clear,
direct and forceful and clearly shows up U.S. imperial-
ism at bay. It is a historic document that is sure to
find a golden niche not only in the temples of the history
of the African liberation movement but also in those
of the world revolutionary movement. The statement
is a significant landmark in the intensification of the
struggle against old and new colonialism.”

Louis Nelengani, Vice-President of the People’s
Organization of Southwest Africa (SWAPO). said in
Cairo on November 30: “Chairman Mao’s statement is
a great document which encourages the f ighting people
of the Congo in particular and inspires the people in
Asia, Alrica and the rest of the world in general who
are fighting against imperialism.” Nelengani declared:
“We admire this statement and are sure that it will
result in new achievements in the struggle for libera-
tion movements in those countries.” It, he added.
would particularly inspire the revolutionary forces of
the Congo to crush the U.S.-Belgian imperialists and
the forces of the imperialist agent Tshombe,

Andreas Zack Shipange, SWAPO representative in
Cairo, shared the opinion of Nelengani and emphasized:
