He visited China
in 1960. The editorial cxpressed the

belief that his current visit would
further promote [riendly relations

between China and Canada.

On the evening of October 11, Pre-
mier Chou gave a grand banguet in
honour of the Prime Minister and his
wife,  In his banguet specch. the
Chinese Premier said that the peoples
of the iwo countries have always
been friendly to each other. The vast
Paciflic Ocean which separates the
two couniries geographically is no
barrier to their friendship, Premier
Chou added.

He also said: In China, whenever
people talk about Canadian friends,
they think of Dr. Norman Bethune,
who gave his precious life to help
the Chinese people in their revolu-
tion. Chairman Mao's very well-
known article “In Memory of Nor-
man Bethune” gave full expression
to the Chinese people’s esteem and
condolences for Dr. Bethune and has
become a historic classic inscribing
the profound friendship of the two
peoples.

Referring to today's world situa-
tion, Premier Chou pointed out: It
