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Advance in the Storms

Fight years ago, on July 16, our
great leader Chairman Mao had a
good swim in the Yangtze River at
Wuhan, central China. He said:
“The Yangtze with its deep waters
and swift currents helps to build up
physical strength and will-power.”
The news was a great inspiration to
the people throughout the countiy

then taking an active part in
the Great Proletarian Cultural
Revolution.

An exccllent situation prevails to-

enday in the deepening movement to

criticize Lin Piao and Confucius.
Armymen and civilians in Wuhan,
Peking, Changsha and Nanning join-
ed in mass swimming activities on
July 16 to mark the occasion.

Early that morning, some 5,000
P.LA. men and pecople in Wuhan
flocked to the river banks which
prescnfed a  magnificent scene —
crowds of people in their holiday
best, beautifully decorated boats and
huge streamers hanging over the
Yangtze River bridge.

When red signal flares rose into
the sky. groups of Little Red Soldiers,
workcers, peasants, P.L.A. fighters,
militinmen and women, Red Guards

#and athletes plunged into the river,

churning through the waves. Among
those crossing the river were over
700 women who reached the other
side of the river together with the
men comrades.  Amidst a multitude
of multi-coloured balloons, a contin-
gent of some 600 Liitle Red Soldiers
also swam the river, the eldest being
13. the youngest just turned 6.

In the capital, more than 90,000
workers, peasants and soldiers took
part in swimming, diving and waier
polo exhibition contests and competi-
tions. The biggest centre of aquatic
activities was the Summer Palace
where nearly 7.000 people swam
across Kunming Lake. Tn the van
was a contingent of swimmers carry-
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ing giant placards with the slogans
“Carry the struggle to criticize Lin
Piao and Confucius through to the
end!” and “Grasp revolution, promote
production and other work and pre-
paredness against war!” The young-
sters’ contingent was in the limelight.
Cleaving through the water, some
carried swords or red-tasselled spears
and some wore straw hats with the
four big. red Chinese characters “Go
to the countryside™ written on them.

Huang Shuai, a Red Guard who
dares to go against the tide in the
revolution in education, was fore-
most among the stndent-swimmers of
the middle school affiliated to Peking
University. Speaking afier reaching
the finish alongside her schoolmates,
she said: “We must act upon Chair-
man Mao’s feuching on enabling
those who receive an education to
develop morally, intellectually and
physically, strive to keep fit, study
hard and work well and unite with
the teachers and schoolmates to
deepen the struggle to criticize Lin
Pino and Confucius, so as to follow
Chairman Mao in advancing from
victory to victory in the great
storms.”

Changzha in central-south China
saw the crossing ol the 1,500-metre-
wide Hsiangchiang River by some
10.000 workers. peasants, P.L.A.
fighters, militiamen and women,
students, government functionaries,
and residents. Chutzuchou Primary
School is  where¢ Chairman Mao
visited 15 years ago when he had a
good swim in the Hsiangchiang.

With  nine oul of ten pupils
there able to swim. 80 per cent can
cross  that river teday. On the

memorable day of July 16, some 180
Little Red Soldiers of this and other
primary schools took part in the
crossing and reached the destination
with a firm will.

Attending the banquel were Li

Hsien-nien. Member of the Political
Bu'reau of the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of China
and Vice-Premier of the Siate Coun-
cil: Chen Hsi-lien. Member of the
Political Bureau of the C.P.C. Central
Commitice and Commander of the
Peking Units of the Chinese People’s
Liberation Army: and others.

The treaty signed in July 1961 by
Comrades Kim II Sung and Chou
En-lai fully refleets the Lwo peoples'
basic interests and common aspiira-
tions and propels their long-standing
friendly relations to a new stage.

Ambassador Hyun Jun Keuk and
Vice-Premicr Li Hsien-nien spoke at
the banquet which was filled wiih the

In his speech, the Awmbassador

The Ambassador sirongly demand-
ed that U.S. imperialism stop its
activities of obsiructing Korean re-
unification.

Tunisian Foreign Minister
Habib Chatti Visits China

Minister of External Affairs of the
Republic of Tunisia Habib Chatti,
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Madame Chatti  and  their party
arrived in Peking on July 12 for a
friendship visit to China. The next
day, Chinese Foreign Minister Chi
Peng-fei gave a banquet in their
honour.

Speaking at the banquet, the
Chinese Foreign Minister First praised
the Tunisian people for their achicve-
ments in safeguarding national in-
dependence and state sovereignty.
developing the national economy and
building up their country under the
leadership of President Hubib Bour-
guiba, He said: *“The Tunisian
Government pursues a [oreign policy
of non-alignmen! and opposes im-
perialism. colonialism and hegemon-
ism. It supports the Palestinian and
Arab peoples in their just slruggle
against Israeli Zionist aggression.
supports the African national-libera-
tion movements and has made con-
fributions to the united struggle of
the Third World countries and peoples
against imperialism.™

Rceferring to the present excellent
international situation and the current
situation in the Middle East, the Chi-
nese Foreign Minister pointed out:
“Al present, the {wo superpowers
arc escalating their fierce rivalry in
the Middle East. Each wanls to over-
whelm its opponent and is trying to
sacrilice the intereslts of the Pales-
tinian and Arab peoples and strangle
their just struggle. In particular, the
supcerpower styling itsell a ‘friend’
of the Arab peoples has a more

o Sinister intention and resorts to more

base methods in bullying the Arab
peoples and selling out their inter-
ests. However, the development of
the situation in the Middle East is
absolutely independent of the will of
the two hegemonic powers. So long
as the Israeli Zionists continue to oc-
cupy the Arab terrvitories and the
legitimate rights of the Palestinian
people are not restored, the Arab and
Palestinian peoples will surely carry
on their struggle again‘éf aggression
and hegemonism.” He said that the
Chinese Government and people will,
as always, resolutely support the just
struggle of the Arab and Palestinian
peoples.

The Chinese Foreign Minister con-
cluded his speech by saying: “Both
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China and Tunisia belong to the
Third World. The relations ol [riend-
ly co-operation belween our two
countries are developing satisfactori-
ly.” He wished the Tunisian Minister
and the other distinguished Tunisian
guests success on their visit to China.

[n his speech. Tunisian Minister
Chalti recalled the time-honoured
history ‘ol both countries. He said:
“Though so far away from cach other
in distance and so unequal in their
respective dimensions and popula-
lions, Tunisia and China neverthe-
less have many points in common and
a similitude in destiny.” He added:
“Today there exists a will Lo approach
cach other because you and we are
firmly attached to the Five Principles
of Peaceful Coexistence, particularly
to the respect for the sovereignty and
independence of all countries and to
non-interference in their affairs.™

Pointing out that last October's
Middle East war demonstrated the
irresistible determination of the Arab
countries to recover their rights, the
Tunisian Minister stated: “Tunisia
is determined to aid and support the
Palestinian people till final victory
is won.”

He continued: *In the Mediler-
ranean, our efforts are aimed at free-
ing this sea from intolerable tension,
from the increasing presence of for-
eign fleets and from rivaliy belween
great powers. The Mediterrancan
should return to its primary voca-
tion as a link and zone of peace and
co-operation open to all on the basis
of respect for the interests of the
littoral countries and f{reedom from
foreign interference.”

“In Africa,” he went on, “a light of
hope is glittering where the relent-
less struggle against colonialism and
racism in Angola, Mozambique,
Rhodesia, Namibia and South Africa
is going on thanks to the sacrifices

of our brothers, the [(reedom
fighters.”
He added: “Tunisia. in solidar-

ity with the liberation movements in
Africa {o which she has never ceased
to render unreserved support. is fol-
lowing closely the evolution that is
taking shape in this part of the con-
tinent.”

On July 14. Vice-Premier Teng
Hsiao-ping met Minister Chatti and
his wife and had a cordial and
friendly conversation with them.

On the same day Foreign Minister
Chi Peng-fei and Minister of
External Affairs Chatli signed a
protocol to the agreecment on cco-
nomic and technical co-operation be-
tween the Government ol the Peo-
ple’s Republic of China and the Gov-
ernmenl of the Republic of Tunisia
which had been signed on August 27,
1972,

Chinese “Wushu' Delegation
Visits U.S.A.

The Chinese Wushu (traditional
Chinese martial arts) Delegation,
with Kuo Lei as leader and Chang
Shan and Wang Chia-tung as deputy
leaders, arrived in the United States
on June 21 for a friendly visit after
concluding a trip to Mexico.

The delegation performed in Hono-
lulu, San Francisco, New York and
Washington. The members’ excellent
performances were warmly welcomed
by thousands of spectators.

During its stay in Washington. U.S,
President Richard Nixon, accom-
panied by U.S. Secretary of State
Dr. Henry A. Kissinger, received Lhe
delegation in the Rose Garden ol the
White House on July 12,

Present on the occasion were Chief
Huang Chen and Deputy Chiel Han
Hsu of the Liaison Office of China in
the Uniled States,

The U.S. President made a
speech in which he said that the visit
of the Chinese Wushu Delegation
“is another of a series of visits be-
tween our two countries thal began
in the year 1972. What we think is
important is that this is another
demonsiration ol the basic friendship
between the Chinese people and the
American people.” He asked the
delegation to “convey to our friends
in the People's Republic of China,
our warm good wishes to Chairman
Mao, to Premier Chou En-lai and all
of our good friends we met in 1972.”
“Normalization of relations between
our two countries continues to be a
major goal of American forcign
policy,” he said.
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
