held a solemn memorial ceremony on the afternoon of
January 15 to mourn in deep grief the death of Com-
rade Chou En-lai, a fine member of the Communist
Party of China, a great proletarian revolutionary, an
outstanding communist fighter and an eminent, long-
tested Party and state leader of the Chinese people.

From the time Comrade Chou En-lai passed away,
the whole Party, the whole army and the people of
Wy Whole country mourned him with great sorrow.

.« On January 15, the national flag was flown at half-

mast in mourning and all recreational activities were
suspended throughout the country.

The memorial ceremony took place in the Great
Hall of the People. An atmosphere of solemnity and
teverence prevailed. A streamer across the entrance
to the auditorium was inscribed: “Eternal glory to
Comrade Chou En-lai, great proletarian revolutionary
of the Chinese people and outsianding communist fight-
er!” In the auditorium, a portrait of Comrade Chou
En-lai hung above the casket containing his ashes. The
caskel was draped with the flag of the Communist Party
of China and surrounded by evergreens and flowers.
Black sireamers hung on all sides of the auditorium.

Wreaths presented by our great leader Chairman
Mao and the C.P.C. Ceniral Commitliec were on both
sides of Comrade Chou En-lai's porlrait.

Memorial Speech by Vice-Chairman
Teng Hsiao-ping

WITH deepest grief, we pay tribute {oday to the

memory of Comrade Chou En-lai, a fine mem-
ber of the Communist Party of China, a great pro-
letarian revoluticnary, an outstanding communist
fighter and an eminent, long-tested Party and state
leader of the Chinese people.

From the time Comrade Chou En-lai fell ill with
cancer in 1972. he received constant and alfeclionate
attention from our great leader Chairman Mao and
the Party Central Committee and was given metic-
ulous. many-sided treatment by medical personnel.
He persisted in working throughout and waged
tenacious struggle against the disease. Comrade
Chou En-lai’s condition worsened despite all treat-
ment, and his heart ceased to beat at 09:57 hours cn
January 8, 1976. The whole Party, the whole army
and the people throughout our country arve deeply
grieved at the loss of our Premier.

Comrade Chou En-lai's death is a gigantic loss
to cur Party, our army and the people of cur coun-
try, lo the cause of China’s socialist revolution and
construction, to the international cause of opposing
imperialism, colonialism and hegemonism. and to
the cause of the internaticnal communist movement.

From youth, Comrade Chou En-lai dedicated
himself to the cause of the liberation of the Chinese
people. He took an active part in the May 4th
Movement of 1919, undertaking revolutionary activi-
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ties against imperialism and feudalism. Between
1920 and 1924, he studied in France and Germany
under a work-study programme and spread Marxism
among Chinese students and workers living in
Europe. He joined the Communist Party of China
in 1922, became Secretary of the European General
Branch of the Chinese Communist Youth League and
worked in the European General Branch of the Com-~
munist Parly of China. During the period of the
First Revolutionary Civil War, he participated in the
Northern Expedition and made important contribu-
tions to the overthrow of the reactionary rule of the
Northern warlords. From 1924 to 1926, he served
successively as Chairman of the Kwangtung-Kwang-
si Regional Committee of the Communist Party of
China, Director of the Political Department of the
Whampoa Mililary Academy, Director of the Polit-
ical Department of the First Army of th2 National
Revolutionary Army and Standing Committee Mem-
ber and concurrently Military Affairs Department
Director of the C.P.C. Kwangtung-Kwangsi Regional
Committee. He went to Shanghai in the winter of
1926 to work with the Party Central Commiltee and
later became Secretary of the C.P.C. Kiangsu-Che-
kiang Regional Military Committee and Secretary
of the Military Commission of the C.P.C. Central
Committee. He was the principal leader of the 1927
Shanghai workers’ armed uprisings. Afiler Chiang
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Kai-shek and then Wang Ching-wei betrayed the
revolution, Comrade Chou En-lai, together with
other comrades, led the August 1 Nanchang Uprising
to save the revolution; in that uprising he was
Secretary of the C.P.C. Front Committee. During
the Second Revolutionary Civil War period, he also
carried on the Party’s underground revolutionary
work in Shanghai, served as Director of the Organ-
ization Department of the C.P.C. Central Committee
and Secretary of the Military Commission of the
Party Central Committee and held other posts. After
he entered the Central Revolutionary Basz Area in
Kiangsi in December 1931, he was Secretary of the
Central Bureau of the Central Soviet Area, Political
Commissar of the First Front Army of the Chinese
Workers' and Peasants’ Red Army and Vice-Chair-
man of the Revolutionary Military Commission of
the Party Central Committee and held other posts.
He remained after the Tsunyi Meeting as Vice-
Chairman of the Revolutionary Military Commission
of the Party Central Committee under Chairman
Mao’s leadership and took part in organizing and
leading the Chinese Workers’ and Peasants’ Red
Army in its triumphant 25,000-l; Long March. When
the Sian Incident occurred in December 1935, Com-
rade Chou En-lai, as the representative with full
powers ol our Party, held talks with Chiang Kai-
shek who was then under arrest. During the negotia-
tions, he firmly carried out Chairman Mao’s policy,
compelled Chiang Kai-shek to stop the civil war and
brought about the peaceful settlement of the Sian
Incident, and thus promoted the formation and
development of the national united front against
Japanese aggression. During the War of Resistance
Against Japan, he engaged in united front work in
the Kuomintang areas and led the work of the Paity
organizations there as the representative of the Party
Central Committee and Secre-
tary of its Southern Bureau.
Stationed for a long time in
Chungking, then the seat of
the Kuomintang government,
he was fearless in the face of
danger, firmly adhered to
Chairman Mao’s policies and
fought heroically against the
Kuomintang’s counter-revolu-
tionary policy of being passive
in  resisting Japan but
aclive in anti-communism. In
August 1945, during the eaily
period of the Third Revolu-
tionary Civil War, he accom-
panied Chairman Mao to
Chungking for negotiations
with the Kuomintang. After

the signing of the “October 10th Agreements,” he,
as leader of the C.P.C. delegation, continued to
wage tit-for-tat struggle against the U.S.-Chiang
reactionaries in Chungking and Nanking. Comrade
Chou En-lai returned to Yenan from Nanking in
November 1946. When the Chiang Kai-shek forces
launched massive attacks on the Shensi-Kansu-
Ningsia Border Region in March 1947, Comrade
Chou En-lai remained in northern Shensi with
Chairman Mao and took part in directing the Peco-
ple’s Liberation War. During the new historical
period in China of socialist revolution and proleta-
rian dictatorship, Comrade Chou En-lai was
Premier of the Government of the People’s Re-
public of China from the time of its founding and
for a period was concurrently Minister of Foreign
Aflfairs; he was Vice-Chairman of the Military Com-
mission of the C.P.C. Central Committee, Vice-
Chairman of the First National Committee of the
Chinese People’s Political Consultative Conferenc

and Chairman of its Second and Third Nationa; .

Committees. He was also elected a Deputy to the
First. Second, Third and Fourth National Pcople’s
Congresses.

Comrade Chou En-lai was clected 1o the Central
Committee at the fifth and all subsequent Natinnal
Congresses of the Periy. He was elected Alte:naie
Member of the Political Bureau at the August 7,
1927, meeting of the Central Committee. Starting
with the Party’s Sixth National Congress. he was
elected uninteriuptedly to full miembership in the
Political Bureau ol the Central Committee, Comrade
Chou En-lai was elected Secrelary of the Secretariat
of the Central Committee atl the Fifth Plenary Ses-
sionn of the Sixth Central Committee and at the
First Plenary Sessicn of the Seventh Central Com-
mittee of the Party. He was elected a Member of
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the Standing Committee of the Political Bureau of
the Central Committee at the First Plenary Session of
the Eighth, the Ninth and the Tenth Central Com-
mittee of the Parly. He was elected Vice-Chairman
ol the Central Committee at the First Plenary Ses-
sion of the Eighth and the Tenth Central Committee
of the Party.

Comrade Chou En-lai was loyal to the Party and
the people. Fighling heroically and working with
ulter devotion, he selflessly dedicated all his ener-
gies throughout his life to the implementation of
Chairman Mao's proletarian revolutionary line and
to the victory of the liberation ol the Chinese people
and the cause of communism. Under the leadership
of Chairman Mao, Comrade Chou En-lai made in-
delible contributions and pecformed immortal
services in the building and development of the
Marxist Communist Party of China; in the building
and development of our invincible people’s army; in
the bringing of the new-democratic revolution to
W:ictory and the founding of the socialist New China;

=.4n the consolidation of the great unity of the people

of all nationalities led by the working class and based
on the worker-peasant alliance and in the develop-
ment of the revolutionary united front; in the
struggle for the victory of the socialist revolution
and construction and the victory of the Great Pro-
letarian Cultural Revolution and the movement to
criticize Lin Piao and Confucius, and in the con-
solidation of the proletarian dictatorship in our coun-
try. The whole Party, the whole army and the peo-
ple of the whole country love him and respect him
from the bottom of their hearts.

Internationally, Comrade Chou En-lai resolutely
implemented Chairman Mao’s revolutionary line in
foreign affairs and upheld prolelarian international-
ism. He made outstanding and indelible contribu-

tions as well in strengthening the unity of our Party
with Marxist-Leninist Parties and organizations in
other countries, in combating modern revisionism
and in promoting the development of the interna-
tional communist movement; in strengthening the
unity of our people with the people of other coun-
tries, especially those of the third world, in striving to
establish and develop relations with all other coun-
tries on the basis of the Five Principles of Peaceful
Coexistence, in uniting with all forces in the world
that can be united with and in carrying out the
struggle against imperialism and social-imperialism.
He won the respect and admiration of the people of
the world.

Comrade Chou En-lai’s life was one of glorious
struggle for the cause of communism: and one of con-
tinuing the revolution with perseverance. He is an
example that the whole Party, the whole army and
the people of the whole country should learn from.

In mourning Comrade Chou En-lai, we should
learn from his boundless loyalty to Marxism-Lenin-
ism-Mao Tsetung Thought. He loved and revered
our great leader Chairman Mao wholeheartedly,
safeguarded Chairman Mao’s proletarian revolution-
ary line resolutely, persevered in conlinuing the rev-
olution under the dictatorship of the proletariat and
in combating and preventing revisionism, and [ought
all his life for the realization of the great ideal of
communism.

We should learn from his noble quality of serv-
ing the people wholeheartedly.

Human Cognizance and Utilization of
Energy Sources |s Never-Ending

— Refutation of “exhausticn cf energy sources”

HE essence of energy is motion of matter. The world
of malter is never-ending, as are the motion of
inaticr and encrgy in nature. Therefore, human cogniz-
ance and utilization of energy sources also is never-
_Lpding. Chairman Mao has said: “The histery of man-
#Md is cne of continuous development from the realm
wof necessity to ihe realin of freedem.” This process is
never-ending.” The history of development of the cog-
nizance and utilization of energy sources in nature is
also a vivid description of a dialectical process of
development.

Of course. transformation of energy sources is car-
ried out under definite conditions; so is energy in nature
{ransformed into energy available to humanity. In class
society such conditions are determined by class struggle,
the siruggle for production and the levels of scientific
experiment. The practices of human beings are develop-
ing contlinuously. Therefore, energy sources have been
constantly developing. What was not considered energy
sources previously have been changed into important
energy sources. The process of the struggle in the cog-
nizance and utilization of energy sources is precisely
onc in which human beings incessantly study the con-
ditions of trans{ormaticn so as to render more and more

ergy available for the progress of society.

Theoretically Wrong Views

Views of “energy exhaustion” in human history
have been varied. Such views are wrong theoretically,
cither because they take a metaphysical approach to
the problem of cnergy and deny the infinily of the
material world and the indestructibilily of the motion
of matter, or beeause they take an isolated and absolute
approach to the definite conditions for the transforma-
tion of the motion of matter. Politically, such views
meet ihe needs of the declining reactionary classes and
are used by them as tools against progress. In China,
Ssuma Kuang (1019-1086 A.D.), a disciple of Confucius
and Mencius, preached that ‘“‘material and wealth in
nature are [linite™ at a {ime when the landlord class
was becoming increasingly reactionary. In Europe,
when the bourgeoisie was becoming more and more
reactionary, the so-called “theory of the death of heat”
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by Clausius appeared. He mainlained that with the
continucus dissipation of heai, there would [inally be
a limited state in which no heat energy could be found
which can be iransformed into mechanical power, even
though the world’s total amount of heat energy did not
decrease at that time. The universe would then remain in
a somewhat inert and rigid condition. His assumption
tallied with the needs of the reactionary classes so much
so the Pope listed it as one of the “scientific evidences”
for proving the existence cf God.

Basing himself on the dialeclical-materialist prin-
ciple that motion is indestructible. Engels thoroughly
criticized Clausius’ theory, pointing out that “the in-
destructibility of motien cannot be merely quantitative,
it must also be conceived qualitatively.” (Infroduction
to Dialectics of Nature.) The development of the natural
sciences has continued to confirm Engels’ brilliant thesis.

At present, with the deepening of the imperialist
system’s crises, the reactionary vicw ol “energy ex-
haustion” is once again being blared to cover up that
system’s decline. One U.S. paper exclaimed: “We can
see the bottom of the karrel.” The Soviet revisionists
talk nonsense such as: “Mankind has before il a genuine
catastrophe — cnergy hunger.” These reactionary views
not only run counter to the materialist-dialectical theory
of knowledge, but also to the histerical facts of energy
development.

History of Energy Development

Knewn encrgy deposits are increasing. The view of
“energy exhaustion” does not correspond with the
objective reality existing in nature. Deporits of pe-
troleum, natural gas and coal, which are the primary
energy sources today, have nct all been found due to
the limitations of social systems, the level of develop-
ment of production and cther reasons. TFor instance.
o!d China was deemed an “eil-poor” country, but rich
petroleum rescurces have been fcund in New China.
The history of the discevery of energy deposils like
petroleum, coal and natural gas in different couniries
of the world has proved this fully. According to sta-
tistics published by the U.S. World Oil and Oil and Gas
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Jou:FnaI, exploitable oil reserves discovered in the world
(excluding China) were estimated at over 6,000 million
tons in 1939 and over 90,000 million tons in 1974. New
oil fields have been found continuously in the continent-
al shelves. The same is the case with discoveries of
natural gas reserves. Nearly 2,000,000 million cubic
metres were found in 1939 and 70,000,000 million cubic
metres in 1974. All this demonstrates that increasing
amounts of global encrgy deposits like petroleum, nat-
ural gas and coal have been steadily discovered. More-
over, there is a long way to go before humanity discovers
all the deposils and makes full use of them.

New c¢nergy sources which can be utilized by humans
are on the increase. With the progress of human so-
ciely, nature’s range of energy sources which can be
utilized is always being extended. New energy sources
are being discovered. Humans only knew how to burn
wood as energy in ancient times. However, several
thousand years ago, coal and natural gas were used as
energy. In the 20th century. we started utilizing nuclear
energy. Viewed from how energy as a motive force
was utilized, the earliest sources of energy as power
in production was natural mechanical energy like water
and wind power which could be used directly. After-
wards, through the use of steam engines, heat energy
was fransformed into mechanical energy, so that the
naturally abundant mineral fuels became power sources
for social production. Since the 19th century when the
transformation of electric energy and other energies was
discovered, eleciric energy has become the most widely
used form of energy. Nuclear fission energy, which is
now being used extensively by the power industry, and
nuclear fusion energy, whose power is much greater
than that of nuclear fission, will become energy sources
too. As soon as controlled thermonuclear reaction comes
into being. the vast expanse of sea water will become
an inexhaustible energy source. It is estimated that
the encrgy stored in deuterium in the world's oceans
can be used for 10,000 million years, if the present
level of consumption is maintained. In addition, the
earth itsell is a big thermal energy reservoir. It has
an enormous amount of heat along with energy countless
times greater than the total energy of deposits of coal,
petroleum and natural gas — the present primary energy
sources. Utilization of the abundant energy contained
in terresirial heat is only in its infancy. Free from
pollution, solar energy has nol yet been directly used
on a large scale. Besides, with tha development of
human sociely, new energy sources will be discovered
to serve the people.

Utilization efficiency of energy by human beings is
getting higher. The development of energy sources
shows that humanity not only is continuously extend-
ing the range of energy utilization, but also raising its
utilization efficiency, For example, the thermal effi-
ciency of the steam engine attained in its initial slage
was only several per cent, but now it goes as high as
30-40 per cent. With the development of industrial
production and the raising of technical levels, the uti-
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lization efficiency of energy is getting higher and higher.
For instance, popularization of steam-power apparatuses
with a large capacity and high parameters, promotion
of gas input parameters of the gas turbine, application
of gas-steam combined cycles and the magneto-hydro-
dynamic generator and fuel cells now being studied —
all these are pioneering the way to higher energy
utilization efficiency.

The utilization ratio of uranium in nuclear [fission
energy sources is being raised time and again. In the
thermal neutron reactor generally used for its power
nowadays, the rate can only reach 1-2 per cent. but it
might be raised to 60 per cent or more by using the
fast-neutron breeder reactor.

In short, the history of the development of cnergy
sources fully testifies that “ideas of stagnation, pessim-
ism, inertia and complacency are all wrong.”

Reflection of the Crisis of Capitalist System

The so-called energy crisis in the capitalist woide. -
today is a produfct of the imperialist system itself arg
an indication of its aggravating decay. Bragging about
her prosperity, the United States boasts that her popula-
tion constitutes only 6 per cent of the world’s population
but the energy sources she expends are one-third of the
world’s total. This is a typical example of waste and
destruction of energy sources due to decadent relaticns
of production. Energy sources in the United States
are consumed in large quantities for arms expansion
and war preparations, 10 per cent of the petroleum and
33 per cent of the industrial electric power are devoted
to the production of munitions.

The reactionary and decadent nature of Soviet re-
visionist social-imperialism is also reflected in the ques-
tion of energy sources. It wantonly plunders the third
world’s energy sources for huge profits. In the past few
years, its imports of low-priced crude oil from the Middle
East have sharply increased: 100,000 tons in 1967, over
7 million tons in 1972, and over 13 million tons in 1973
The Soviet revisionists compelled the Arab couniries #o. -
pay for their munition debts with cheap petroleum which
was resold to European and American counirics at a
much higher price in order to rake in enormous profits.
It is because of the wild exploitation and plunder by
the imperialists, especially the two superpowers, that
the third world has to use petroleum as a weapon against
them.

“Energy exhaustion” and “hunger for energy” ut-
tered by the two superpowers actually mean the crisis
of their policy of plunder and hegemonism, showing
that they can no longer ravage the third world as they
please. Take petroleum again as an example. According
to statistics published in the United States, total dis-
covered world petroleum reserves in 1974 was 93,800
million tons, but total world output of petroleum that
year was 2,800 million tons only. How can there be
“exhaustion” and “hunger”? The fact is that around
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80 per cent of the known reserves is in the third world.
With the third world steadily awakening and growing
in strength, the superpowers can no longer plunder it
at will.

The frantic cries of the two hegemonic powers
about “energy exhaustion” is but a smokescreen to cover
up and create public opinion to facilitate their aggres-
sion and plunder. Whenever the U.S. imperialists seized
Middle East petroleum in the past, they first of all
created public opinion about ‘“energy exhaustion.”
After World War I, the U.S. propaganda machine was
put to work clamouring that “U.S. petroleum resources
will soon be exhausted.” Soon afterwards, the U.S. State
Department clamoured that “open-door” and “equal
opportunity” principles should be adopted for the
exploitation of Middle East petroleum resources. Thus
the U.S. oil monopoly groups made their way into the
Middle East. Alter World War II, these monopoly groups

once again raised a hue and cry about “energy ex-
haustion,” howling that all U.S. produced petroleum
had been used up and that if they were (o maintain
their civilization on the basis of petroleum, they should
be ready to go into those rich petroleum areas. Soon
after this, they managed to control most of the petroleum
resources in the Middle East.

The same can be said of the Soviet revisionists.
Their “energy hunger” cry is a smokescreen to con-
ceal their outrageous plunder of petroleum wealth so
as to wrangle with the U.S. imperialists over Middle
East oil. All this illustrates that the so-called encrgy
crisis is a crisis of the imperialist system itself. With
the victorious advance of the third world countries and
the people of the whole world in their siruggle against
imperialism, there will soon emerge a new and un-
precedented bright era in the history of development
of energy sources.

in Depth

TINETEEN seventy-five was a year in which the third
4 ¥ world oil producing countries persisted in using oil
as a weapon and achieved new, important victories in
the struggle against colonialism, imperialism and hege-
monism in the economic field.

Approaching Collapse of Oil Concession System

One of the main indications of the deepening of
the struggle was the drift to total collapse of the oil
conecession system — one important form ol plunder —

}j;npnsed by imperialism on the oil producing couniries
Jor over a century.

These third world couniries waged an unremitting
struggle in 1875 fo recover sovereignly over their oil
On December 1, the Kuwait Government
announced the {akeover of all remaining shares and
a=sels of foreign monopoely capital which controlled the
Kuwait Oil Company: on December 8, the Iraqi Presi-
dent announced the nationalization of the remaining
loreign shares in the Basra Gil Company: the Venezuelan
Covernment on New Year's Day this yvear completiely
took over the oil industry run by toreign capital. Up
1o now, all-round eil nationalization has been achieved
by Iran, Kuwait, Iraq, Venezuela and the Congo; Al-
geria controls 80 per cent of the country’s oil produc-
tion: Saudi Arabia, Qatar, the United Arab Emirates,
Libya and Nigeria have taken over 50 to 60 per cent of
the oil shares from foreign companies. The inspiring
excellent situation demonstrates that thg third world
oil producing countiries not only gained political inde-

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pendence but also made further advances on the road
of economic independence. Of the ‘‘states within states™
formed by foreign monopoly companies, some have been
uprocted and others are tottering.

While recovering their sovereignty over oil resources
and controlling oil exploitation, many oil producing
countries of the third world are also taking over the
oil marketing, transportation and refining businesses
from foreign monopoly capitalists. In 1975, the third
world oil producing countries took inte their own hands
the sale of one-fifth of the total crude oil produced. In
oil transportation, they made great efforts to develop
an independent maritime oil transport service. The
Organization of Arab Pelroleum Exporting Countries
established the Arab Oil-Tankers Company which has
a fleet of Arab oil-tankers. In the refining field,
strenuous efforts were made to develop the industry.
When the second Teheran refinery was built, it brought
the number of Iranian refineries to [live, with a total
capacity of 35.1 million tons a year.

Hard Blows at Old Internaticnal Ecenomic Order

Ancther indication of the development of the oil
struggle was that the oil weapon once again showed
its mighty power in pounding at the old inteimational
economic order and contributed to the establishment of
a new one.

Who decides and how to decide the price of oil is
a question of economic ‘“‘order.,” In the past, the price
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was determined at will by big international monopolists
who foreed oil prices down to the lowest level to cruelly
exploit the third world oil producing countries. The
old order, however, has been smashed in the oil strug-
gle. These third world counlries. the owners of oil,
have wresled back the right to determine prices and
thus put an end to the situation whereby the imperial-
ists could wantonly plunder cheap oil. The oil pro-
ducing countries rationally adjusted prices which had
been forced down [or a long time. The third world
couniries waged a tit-for-tat struggle in 1975 against
the superpowers over oil prices. The former wanted to
maintain equitable prices and ensure the achievements
in their struggle while the latter tried to force down
prices again and restore superexploitation. With the
support of the world’s people, the oil producers stood
up to the threat of one superpower, exposed the sabo-
tage by the cther, thus firmly defending their right to
determine prices.

How to govern relations belween the oil producing
and the industrialized countries is another question of
“order.” “Dialogue” between states on an equal foot-
ing instead of the exploited having to meckly obey the
dictates of the exploiters has begun to be the order of
the day. This is another breach made-in the old in-
ternational econemic order in the field of oil. With
the steady growth of thc third world's struggle against
colonialism, imperialism and hegemonism, more and
more industrialized countries of the second world have
had to take a somewhat realistic attitude towards the
reasonable demands and just measures of the third
world oil producing couniries in recent years. Disre-
garding superpower obstruction, they carried out “dia-
logue” with these third world countries with cerlain
positive results. Some signed agreements with oil pro-
ducing countries for the direc{ supply of oil or accords
on frade and technical co-operation.

Key Lies in United Struggle

Facts over the past year further proved that the
key to the constant victories won by the third world
oil producing countries lies in the fact that they per-
sisted in their unity and dared to wage resolute struggles
against superpower hegemonism.

The first summit conference of the member states
of the Organization of Petrolecum Exporting Countries
(OPEC) held in Algiers last March was a milestone in
the oil struggle highlighted by unity among oil produc-
ing countries. The Solemn Declaration adopted at the
conference set the new common tasks and a unified
sirategic principle for the next stage of the struggle
which guided the actions of the oil producing countries
in 1975. Kuwait was a case in point. It met stubborn
resistance from foreign nil companies in the nine-month
marathon negotiations on the takeover of their oil
shares in the country. But it emerged victorious from
the just struggle after other Gulf oil producing coun-
tries declared their resolute support for Kuwait even
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at the expense of their own economic interests if need
be.

Unity and co-operation between the oil producing
countries and other third world countries also were
enhanced last year. The February conference of de-
veloping countries on raw materials in Dakar in which
seme 80 countries took part adopted a special resolution
expressing ‘“solidarity with all decisions made by all
developing countries, particularly the OPEC member
countries.” The oil producing countries gave more as-
sistance to third world countries in economic difficul-
ties. According to a report by the United Nations Con-
ference on Trade and Development, financial aid under-
taken by OPEC member states to other developing
countries in 1975 would exceed 21,000 million dollars.
a 40 per cent increase over 1974. This amounted to
more than 20 per cent of the OPEC member states’ oil
revenue.

Major Significance of Struggie

. . [ S
In their struggle 1o recover siate sovereignty ovee——-

natural resources and the right to fix prices and in their
“dialogue” with developed countries last year, the third
world oil producers invariably met with threat, ob-
struction and sabotage by the superpowers. For ex-
ample, the United States insisted on confining the Paris
conference on international economic co-operation to
discussing only the oil question rather than questions
concerning other raw materials, in an attempt to divide
the third world couniries and subdue them one by one.
Waging a tit-for-tat struggle, the oil producing coun-
tries firmly protected third world unity. They insisted
that the conference agenda “can in no case be con-
fined to an examination of the question of energy. It
evidently includes the questions of raw materials of
the developing ‘eounirics.” The other superpower, the
Soviet Union, tried its uimost to squeeze into the “dia-
logue” “in its dual capacity as producer and consumer,”
so as to sabotage and profit from it. However,

it was left out in the cold and failed to get a secat in_

the important December “dialogue™ in Paris. In a huff
the Soviet press hurled much abuse at the conference
immediately after its conclusion, alleging that “any
solution to world economic problems achieved [in the
‘dialogue’] between the north and south is detrimental
and incomplete.”

The oil struggle has greatly deflated the arrogance
of the hegemonists. But the danger of war in the world
today is evidentily increasing. The oil contention be-
tween the two superpowers is intensifying. Further
deepening the oil struggle by the third world countries
not only is essential to the defence of their state sov-
ereignty and development of their national economies
but also vitally important for the struggle to oppose the
superpowers’ arms expansion and war preparations,
prevent them from launching a war of aggression and
preserve world peace. The people of the world are
sure to score gew and greater victories on the oil front
in the new year.

JAPAN
Gromyko’s Futile Tokyo Trip

During his stay in Japan from
January 9 to 13, Soviet Foreign
Minister Gromyko held a series of
talks wilth Japanese Prime Minister
Takeo Miki and Foreign Minister
Kiichi Miyazawa. Out of its ambi-
tion for hegemony, the Kremlin {ried
to force Japan to renounce ils de-
mand for the return of the northern
territories in the Soviet-Japan talks
and first conclude a Soviet-Japan
“trealy of friendship and co-opera-
tion” aimed at bringing Japan into

—em.” But this attempt was a failuve.
T—

Immediately after the talks be-
gan, a heated debate developed and
a sharp diffcrence appeared over
the question of returning Japan’s
northern terrifories. Foreign Minis-
ter Miyazawa reiterated that the
four islands of Habomai, Shikotan,
Kunashiri and Etorofu are inherent
territories of Japan and demanded
that the Soviet Union refurn them
to Japan en bloc, holding that their
return is a precondition for the con-
clusion of a Japan-Soviet peace trea-
ty. Instead of getting to grips with
this question, Gromyko relused to
rcturn the four northern islands and
repeated over and over the shop-
worn tune that the boundary ques-

_f;ﬂﬁon should be “solved realistically”

and that “the Soviet Union and
Japan hold dificrent positions™ re-
garding the territorial question.

On January 12. Gromyko called
on Prime Minister Takeo Miki who
reaflirmed Japan's stand on the
question. He said: “The Japan-
Soviet peace trealy would be con-
cluded only after the settlement of
the problem of the northern territo-
ries,” and “looking forward to fu-
ifure friendly relations between
Japan and the Soviet Union, the
problem of terrilories is the biggest
one.” But Gromyko refused to an-
swer Prime Minister Miki’s question-
ing on the problem of the northern
territories, declaring: “There is
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nothing more to be said on this ques-
tion.”

The joint communique shows that
the Japanese side did not retreat
under Soviet pressure. It reaffirms
that as an unseitled problem after
World War II, negotiations on this
question will be continued in the
future. The Japanese Prime Minis-
ter in a statement at the foreign
correspondents’ club on January 13
stressed once again that a Japan-
Soviet peace {reaty could not be
concluded if the four northern
islands were not returned.

Gromyko's effort to peddle the
“Asian security system” in the talks
also failed. In the first day of talks,
he lost no time in trotting out the
“Japan-Soviel treaty of friendship
and co-operation” repeatedly reject-
ed by Japan. He said that conclu-
sion of the “treaty of friendship and
co-operation should be prior to the
conclusion of the Japan-Soviet peace
treaty.” But the Japanese side
stressed the need to give prierily to
settlement of the problem of terri-
fories and conclusion of a peace
treaty.

Yomiuri Shimbun pointed out
carlier that this so-called “treaty of
friendship and co-operation” is “a
component part” of the “Asian se-
curily system.” It said that the So-
viet purpose is to tie Japan into
the “Asian sccurily system” through
the bilateral {realy. However,
Gromyko proposed anew the “Asian
security system” and the “treaty of
friendship and co-operation” when
he met Prime Minister Miki. Ac-
cording to Kyodo News Service, the
Prime Minisler made it clear to
Gromyko that Japan vrefuses to
accept the *“Japan-Soviet treaty of
friendship and co-operation” and
the “Asian security syslem.” He
said that “the conclusion of a Japan-
Soviet peace treaty is a precondi-
tion,” and that “the Asian version
of the European security conference
will not be feasible.”

Kyodo News Service reported that
during the talks, Gromyko invited

Prime Minister Miki to visit the So-
viet Union. The Prime Minister said
in reply that prior to his visit to the
Soviet Union, “the problem of the
northern territories must first be
seltled and Japan-Soviet pecace lreaty
concluded.”

It was also reported that when the
joint communique was being drafted,
the Soviet side tried hard {o insert in
it a reference to the “‘Asian security
system” and the conclusion of the
“Japan-Soviet treaty of friendship
and co-operaticn™ but failed.

In the {alks, Gromyko openly
meddled in Japan's internal affairs,
revealing once again the irue fea-
tures of the Soviet social-imperial-
ists. Kyodo News Scrvice reporied
that the Soviet Foreign Minisier
said threateningly to the Japancse
Prime Minister that the Soviet
Union may “have to review its rela-
tions with Japan” if the Japanese
Government agrees to inclusion of
the anti-hegemony clause in the
projected Japan-China peace and
{friendship {realy. Prime Minister
Miki told Gromyko: “The conciu-
sion of the Japan-China peace and
friendship treaty is a matter be-
tween the two countries of Japan
and China and the talks on the
trealy have nothing fo do with the
Soviel Union.”

WESTERN EUROPE
Unity Stressed

Belgian Prime Minister Leo Tinde-
mans released his report on European
union to the press in Brusscls on
January 7. It stressed that Europe
should unite to become the “master
of its desliny” again.

Tindemans said that unless they
are united, the nine European Eco-
nomic Community (E.E.C.) countries
cannot meet the requirements to de-
fend the legitimate interests of their
countries and ensure real security.

Referring to the question of de-
fence, he emphasized in the report
that “the European union will remain
incomplete so long as it does not
have a commean defence policy.” Tin-
demans proposed that the member
states should “exchange regularly
views on their specific defence prob-
lems and on multilateral European
negotiations concerning security,” and
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“co-aperate in the production of ar-
maments” with a view to “inereas-
ing the autonomy™ of Burope. THe
also pointed out that “the creation
of a European agency ol armaments
to this end should be considered.”

Tindemans was given this work by
the E.E.C. Summit Conference in
Paris at the end of 1974. He had
visiled other E.E.C. member coun-
tries and had had consullations with
them before he drafted the present
report which has been submitted to
the heads of state and government
of the nine E.E.C. members. The
question of European union will be
discussed at the forthcoming sum-
mit conference of the nine countries
to be held in Luxembourg this Mavch
for the first time.

After the release of the report, the
Soviel news agency TASS imme-
dialely charged that it “does not con-
form to the Helsinki (European se-
curity conference’s) spirit,”

Groundless  Soviet accusations
against Tindemans’ proposal were re-
futed by the Federal Republic of
Germany’s Foreign Minister Hans-
Dietrich Genscher and State Minister
of Foreign Affairs Hans-Juergen
Wischnewski in their recent state-
ments.

In an interview with a Deutschland-
funk’s reporter on January 11.
Genscher stressed: “We welcome
Belgian Prime Minister Tindemans’
report. It is constructive and rea-
listic.” “The Federal Government sun-
ports the basic aims proposed in this
report,” he added.

Refuling TASS charges against the
West European union, Genscher said:
“These statements from the Soviet
Union are a futile attempt to hold
up the process of European integra-
tion. This process is a reality, and any
attempt to intervene is an interven-
tion in the internual affairs of the
European Communiiy.”

The Soviet charges are “incorrect”™
and Soviet criticism of a ecommon
E.E.C. policy on foreign and defence
affairs is also erroneous, State Minis-
ter of Foreign Affairs Wischnewski
said in a press statement in oeln on
January 9,
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WESTERN PAPERS
There Is No “Detente”’

The 1975 intcrnational situalion
was marked not by an “irreversible
detente” but by the new tsars’ “de-
tente” taclics of actively carrying out
war preparations and external expan-
sion, some Western papers stressed
in reviewing internaticnal alfaivs in

1975 and lorecasting prospecls for
1976. With Soviel social-imperialist

expansion in an assressive mood,
this will be a year ol greater disorder
in the international field.

In an article “Cold War Two.” The
New York Times said on December
29: “As 1975 draws to an end. de-
tente is dead. The sccond cold war
is underway.” Tt added: “It is dan-
gerous to act as if cur wishes were
reality.” “Detente was killed by the
Soviet inability Lo refrain from ex-
ploiting our weakness.”

A number of papers also pointed
out that the Final Act signed at the
summilt of the Ewropean security
conference at the end of July and in
carly August could by no means
bind the hands ol the Soviet Union.
On the confravy. it had whetted the
Soviet appetite for aggression and
expansion. “Detente”™ does not exist
today and the “Helsinki spirit” is
nothing but tactics used by the So-
viet social-imperialists.

The French paper L'Aurore said:
“The West hoped to reinforce de-
tente by a spectacular conclusion
reached at the Euwropean sccurity
conference. Cn Lhe contrarvy, it
heard the knell ol detente.”

“End of a Certain Idea ol Detente.”
an article in the I'vench paper La
Croix on Dcecember 23, said: ~In
Helsinki six months ago, the Western
world applauded the delente they
considered durable,” but faets have
proved thal ~the East-West dialogue
is delinitively shrewd tactics to as-
sure the Soviel preeminence over
the Western world.”

Some Western papers also  held
that under the smokescreen of “de-
tente” {he gainer was the Soviet
Union while the United States and
Western Europe were the losers.
Western economic and technical aid
to the Soviet Union would enable it

to [urther slrengthen its military
forces and this would in turn be a
source of {rouble for the West. The
Washington Post said: “To advance
the spirit of detente. the United
States has in recenl years surrvendoer-
ed many advantages. We have
permitted our military posture to
sag dangerously — [rom superiority
over Lthe Soviets 1o parity. and now
to overall inferiorvity.” “We have
accepted the short end of the stick
in arms limitations. We have baii-
ed out the Kremlin from repeated
agricultural catastrophes at the cost
of inflaling our food prices.” The
paper also said that the United
States had provided the Soviets
with valuable credits and know-
how but had got litlle from them.
“A mighty Soviet arms buildup has
been going on,” it emphasized. oy

Britain’s Daily Telegraph said‘g—f

“To Moscow, ‘detente’ means that it
is permitted to push its expansionist
policies without restraint and con-
tinue arms expansion while the West
must support the backward Russian
economy."”

In a recent article analyzing pros-
pects for Soviet-U.S. relations, The
New York Times posed this question:
Should the United States “ignore
the Soviet-sponsored aggression and
subversion”? The answer: “No,
appeasement ravely appeases.”

A Washington Post article stressed
that through “detente” in the last
few years, “we (the United Stales)
learn once again that all our smiles
and [uvours won't melt the iceberg.”
and “the lessons of the past shouldp
have put our leaders on guaroe
against stimulating euphoria.”

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Shanghai Decelups Small
Industries

TIWHOUSANDS of small factories
have sprung up in Shanghai,
China's leading industrial metropolis.
They supplement the work ol over
one hundred big [lactories, some of

which are manned by several
thousand and others by over ten

thousand workers. These big fac-
tories are the backbone of the city’s
indusiry.

In line with the principle of “main-
taining independence and keeping the
initiative in our own hands and rely-
ing on our own efforts” in develop-
ing industry, Shanghai has since

«~iberation carried out the socialist
{Nansformation of enterprises left over

“by old China and built new ones as
well. Step by step it has brought into
being an industrial mainstay con-
sisting of a number of big and me-
dium-sized iron and steel works,
shipyards, machine building plants,
chemical works and textile mills.
Meanwhile the masses of the people
have been widely mobilized to set up
small factories with necessary govern-
ment help. During the big leap for-
ward in 1958 in particular, small
factories mushroomed all over
Shanghai.

At present, over 90 per cent of
Shanghai’s factories are small ones,
their 1974 output value accounting

~ for 42.7 per cent of the city’s total

¥industrial output value. They have
vecome a force that cannot be un-
derestimated. Such an industrial
buildup illustrates how the policy of
“walking on two legs” in developing
industry works in China — big, small
and medium-sized enterprises are
developed simultancously with the
accent on small and medium onos.

One outstanding advantage ol these
factories is that they require smaller
investment, bring quick returns and
can expand with their own accumula-
tion funds. The Chinling Radio Fac-
tory with some 300 workers and staff
members is a good example. It was
originally a small workshop started
collectively by nine housewives with
a small investment in 1958 to make
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wooden pipes for smoking by hand.
Five years later it began processing
plastic products for some big fac-
tories, and switched over to making
clectronic products in 1971. The
factory’s 1974 oulput value reached
eight miilion yuan, four times that
of 1970, the year before the swiich-
over, Dispensing with  state  in-
vestment, the Chinling workers relied
on their own efforts to make the
equipment needed for the switchover
with funds they had accumulated in
the preceding years. This is the case
with nearly all the other small
factories in Shanghai.

Small factories are highly efficient
when engaging in specialized produc-
tion. A dozen or even scores of small
factories can help a big one build
complete sets of equipment, thus
enabling it to provide the state with
much-needed large products within a
short period. The machine building
industries have made rapid headway
in Shanghai. One important reason
for this lies in the fact that, after a
number of old factories have been
merged, expanded or transformed to
form the backbone, limifed funds are
mainly channelled into building
small factories. In this way, a small
electroplating factory and a cutting
tools and measuring instruments fac-
tory can do the job of electroplating
and provide cutting tools and measur-
ing instruments {or all the more than
400 factories in the city’'s machine
building industries.

Small factories are suitable for
making small batches of new products
which require new equipment and
technology and for {(rial-producing
high-grade, precision and sophisti-
cated products. Many of Shanghai’s
products using such advanced techni-
ques as infegrated circuit and laser
were first successfully trial-produced
by smail factories in co-ordination
with the scientific rescarch institutes
and big factories concerned.

Since equipment was scarce and
simple in many small factories at the
beginning, the workers have made
sustained efforts to carry out techni-
eal innovations and make the neces-
sary equipment by themselves. As a

yesult, both technieal level and pro-
duction capacily have been raised
continuously.  Production in the
Shanghai No. 10 Glass Botiles Factory.
with 150 on its payroll, used (o be
carried out by hand. Through three
technical {ransformation drives in
the 1967-74 period, the factory [irst
mechanized manual operations and
then brought all machines undev
electronic programme control. Now
with each shift producing 26,000 bcl-
tles. the work is 16 times more ef-
ficient than before. Workers ol this
factery also have made 13 electronic
control boxes for other glass bottles
factories, thereby promoting lech-
nical transformation throughout the
trade.

Shantung Develops Power
Industry at High Speed

OWER industry is developing at a
high speed in Shantung Province
under the impact of the Great Prole-
tarian Cultural Revolution and the
movement to criticize Lin Piao and
Confucius. The capacity of the newly
added generating equipment in the
last five years doubles the prov-
ince’s previous total. Its total gencr-
ating capacity has risen from 11th
place in the country to sixth place,

In 1974 alone, Hsintien put into
commission two sets of 100,000 kw.
generators. The 220,000-volt high
tension transmission line from Hsin-
tien to Tsingiac and a 90,000 kva.
substation were completed by electri-
cians in the countryside with the help
of P.L.LA. men. Now poweriul cur-
rent is being sent to Tsinglao to meet
the increasing needs of local in-
dustrial and agricultural production.

The pressing necds of socialist con-
struction for electricity have urged
workers in Shantung’s power indusztry
to overcome many difficulties in re-
cent years in the spirit of “scizing
the day and seizing the hour.” Once
when installing a set ol genciators,
they had no overhead erane on hand.
The veteran workers managed to use
a T-shaped lift instead to suceessiuily
put in place big rotors, each lour
meires long and weighing 21 tons. a
job that calls for a high degrec of
precision. This won praise from *heir
colleagues in the power industry.
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Little Red Soldiers
Growing Collion

N Weinan County. the main cotton

grower in  Shensi  Province,
more than 50.000 Little Red Soldiers
in all the primary schools in the
countryside are taking an active part
in growing cotton. using the time
devoted to physical labour, after
school hours or on holidays.

This was first started al a seven-
year =chool in a people’s commune.
To make education belter secrve
proletarian polities and to combine
education with productive labour,
the school's teachers in 1971 led the
Little Red Soldiers in growing cot-
ton with the help of local production
teams and under the guidance of

veteran peasanils. They achieved
good results,

Their actions received atlention
from the county Party commiltee

as well as from cultural and educa-
tional departments and cotlon grow-
ing was soon popularized in all the
schools throughout the county. Later,
altogether 2.400 cotton-growing
groups were set up in the county’s
580 rural primary schools to culti-
vate 386 hectares of cotton. The
ginned cotton oulput in 1974 averag-
ed 1.125 kilogrammes per hectare.
Now Little Red Soldiers in their
early teens have mastered the basic
skills of cotton growing from plant-
ing to picking. More important, they
have learnt from the poor and
lower-middle peasants their good
ideas of loving the country and the
collective and growing cotton for
the revolution.

Another New Power
Stution

THE Papanhsia Hydropower Sla-
tion has been basicully completed

in a gorge to the west of Lanchow,

on the upper reaches of the Yellow
River in Kansu Province.

Preparations began in October
1968, and actual construction at the
end of 1969. The reservoir, with a '
33-metre-high dam, has a storage
capacity of more than 49 million
cubic metres. The new station will
have five generating units, each with
a capacily of 36,000 kilowatts. Three
have already been installed with a
capacity of 108,000 kilowatts.

Alter commissioning, the stalion
has supplied electricily to strengthen
the power grid covering the three
northwest provineces of Shensi, Kansu
and Chinghai. This is of great im-
portance in better utilizing Yellow

River water resources and promoting—

the development of local industi
and agriculture.

in the economic field is. how to
get equilable prices for their raw
materials and primary products. All
have sulfered great losses and found
their balance of {rade becoming
more unfavourable due to the deep-
ening economic crisis in the capital-
ist world and manoeuvres by the
imperialists. particularly the super-
powers which have intensified their
eflorts to shift the economie crisis on
lo others by culling imports of
primary products. raising prices of
manufaciured goods and forcing
down prices of raw materials.
Thailand, the Philippines and Singa-
pore had trade deficits in the first
six months of 1975. Although Malay-
sia maintained a favourable {rade
balance, the balance dropped from
197 million to nine million U.S.
dollars.

The behaviour of the superpowers
and other imperialists reaping prof-
its at the expense of others has
aroused  resentment among the
ASEAN countries and pcoples who
strongly demand that an end be put
to the unreasonable status quo and
a new infernational economic order
be established. The 8th ASEAN
Ministerial Meeting in May siressed
that, in view of lhe unreasonable in-

ternational economic relations, it
was imperative to work out an
ASEAN strategy on the question of
raw materials and change the exist-
ing internalional economic order.
These countries have joined hands
with other third world countries in
their struggle to achieve this end.

The five ASEAN countries realize
that only by strengthening their
unity and co-operation can they free
themselves from imperialist con-
trol.  To protect their national re-
sources and economic rights and in-
terests ellectively, they set up the
Shippers Council of Southeast Asian
Countries, the Southeast Asia
Lumber Producers’ Associaticn, the
Chambers of Commeree and In-
dustry, the Council ol Peiroleum, the
Federation of Shipowners Associa-
tions and other economic co-opera-
tive  organizalions. They have
adopted a common tactic and steps.
Their co-ordinated efforts in the
struggle have helped them win new
victories. To protect reasonable
prices for raw material products,
Malaysia. Thailand. Singapore, pro-
ducers of natural rubber, put restric-
tions on their exporls to maintain
stable prices by balancing supply and
demand in the marketl. The average
price per-kilogramme of rubber in

November 1975 jumped from U.S.
dollar 0.38, the lowest for the cor-
responding period in 1974, to 0.58.
The Association ‘of Natural Rubber
Producing Countries has worked out
plans to stabilize'the price of rubber
by setting up an international rubber
hoarding body. It will also introduce
a regional : co-ordinalion system for
selling rubber, |

To defend their national indepen-
dence and sovercignly, the Scutheast
Asian countries have realized more
profoundly thatzthoy must develop

their economies - independently and __

strengthen  economic co-operatioy #
among  themselves. Thus  theF-
quickened the 'pace of regional
economic co-operation in 1975. At

the 8th ASEAN Ministerial Meet-
ing and the Second Session of the
ASEAN Chambers of Commerce and
Industry in May and July last year,
the ASEAN countries decided to
strengthen their economic develop-
ment and co-operation and put for-
ward recommendations on setting up
a free trade zone as a first step to-
wards forming an ASEAN common
market. This was a new devclop-
ment in steadily strengthening re-
gional economic co-operation among
the five ASEAN countries in the last
few years.
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
