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Protesting Espionage Activities of
Soviet Embassy Personne!

Chinese Vice-Foreign Minister Yu
Chan summoned Soviet Ambassador
to China V.S. Tolstikov on the mor-
ning of January 19 and handed him
a note of protest. The notle lodged a
strong protest with the Soviet Gov-
ernment against the espionage activi-
ties of personnel of the Soviet Em-
bassy in China, and declared as per-
sonac non gratae First Secretary V.I.
Marchenko and four others of the
Soviet Embissy. who were to be ex-

#iiod from China immediately. V.L
starchenko and the four others left
China that afternoon.

The note of Chinese Foreign Min-
istry said:

“First Secretary V.I. Marchenko of
the Soviet Embassy in China and his
wife. Third Secretary U.A. Semenov
and his wife, and A.A. Kolosov, in-
tevpreter of the office of the Soviet
military atlache, engaged in espionage
in China. On the evening of January
15, 1974 they made secret contact with
Soviet-sent agent Li Hung-shu and
another person in the outskirts of
Peking. handing over and receiving
intelligence.  counter - revolutionary
documents, radio transmiller and re-
ceiver.,  communication time-table.

o, ans of  secret writing, forged
worder passes and other facilities and
moncy for espionage activities, ete.
They were caught on the spot by
Chinese public security personnel and
militiamen. With culprits and ma-
terial evidence at hand, their crimes
are conclusively established.

“Tt should be pointed out that over
a long time some personnel of the
Soviet Embassy in China, using
various legal cloaks and abusing
diplomatic privileges, have engaged
in e¢spionage in China under the
direction of Soviet authorities, steal-
ing secrel intelligence and surrepti-
tiously sclling up counter-revolution-
ary organizations aimed at subverting
the dictatorship of the proletariat in

China. Their criminal activilies have
been most frantic.

“The above-mentioned espionage
actlivities of Soviet Embassy personnel
are wholly incompatible with normal
functions of diplomatic personnel. and
they crudely trample upon generally
accepted principles of international
law and constituic serious violations
of China’s sovercigniy. These facts
show up the utter hypocrisy of the
Soviet authorities™ official claim that
they want to normalize the relations
between the Soviet Union and China._

Starting from January 15, 1974. the
Saigon authorities in south Viet Nam
brazenly sent naval and air forces to
encroach on Yungle Islands of China's
Hsisha Islands. They ordered their
naval vessels to ram and damage a
Chinese fishing boal and dispalched
armed troops to [ercibly occupy
China’s Kanchuan and Chinyin Is-
lands. What is particularly grave. on
Jonuary 19 Saigon {orces made an
armed attack on China’s Chenhang
Island and sent naval vessels and air-
erafl to subject it ta barbarous shell-
ing and bombing killing and wound-
ing a number of Chinese fishermoen
and militiamen. Morcover, Saigon
naval vessels opened [ire first on
China’s warships on patrol duty.
Driven beyond the limits of forbear-
ance. our naval uniis. fishermen and
militiamen fought back heroically in
self-defence, meting out duc punish-
ment o the invading cnemy.

The Saigon authorities in south
Viet Nam have long attempted to in-
vade and occupy China’s Hsisha and
Nansha Islands. They not  only
illegally  incorporvated  into  their
bounds more than ten islands of

China’s Nuansha Islands, including
Nanwei and Taiping. but have now
flagrantly cairied oul military prov-
ocations against China and scized
China’s territory by armed force.
This is audacious to the extreme. The
Chinese Government and people here-
by express their uimost indignation
atl and strongly protest against this.

Concurrent with their armed intru-
sion into Chinese territory, the Sai-
gon authorities, using the tactic of
“{he guilty party filing the suit first,”
fabricated the lie about China’s “sud-
don challenge™ to their alleged sov-
ereignty over Iisisha Islands in un
attemplt to confuse public opinion and
even asseried that Saigon had full
“govereignly” over Hsisha Islands
and that none amoeng the countrics
participating in the 1951 San Fran-
cisco Conference raised any objection
to their claim of sovercignty. As is
known to all. Hsisha as well as Nan-
sha, Chungsha and Tungsha Islands
have always been China's terrifory.
This is an indisputable fact, and is
maintained by all Chinese. Although
some islands of Hsisha Islands were
occupied {or a time by France beiore
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World War II and by Japan sub-
scquently, after the war Hsisha Is-
lands as well as other islands in the
South China Sea were officially
tuken back by the then Chinese gov-

ernmenl.  Morcover, as carly as
August 15, 1951, Foreign Minister

Chou En-lai of the Pcople’s Republic
ol China solemnly pcinted out in his
“Slatement on the U.S.-British Draft
Peice Treaty with Japan and the San
Francisco Conference™ thal “just like
the entire Nansha Islands, Chungsha
Islands and Tungsha Islands, Hsisha
Islands and Nanwei Island have al-
ways been China’s territory.” The
Chinese Government has since reiter-
aled this posilion on many occasions.
All pretexts used by the Saigon au-
thorities in their aftempt to scize
China’s territory are wholly un-
tenable.

China is a socialist country. We
never occupy other countries’ terri-
tory, nor shall we tolerate occupa-
tion of our territory by other coun-
frics. In order to safeguard China’s
territorial integrity and sovereignty,
the Chinese Government and pcople
hiave the right to take all necessary
actions of self-defence. The person-
nel of the other side whom we have
captured in the fight of scii-defence
will be repatriated al an appropriate
time. The Saigon authorilies must
immediately stop all their military
provocations against China and their
illegal activities of invasion and oc-
cupation of China’s territory. Other-
wise, they must take all the con-
sequences arising therefrom.

faigon Authorities Invade
China’s Hsisha Islands and
Provoke Armed Conflicts

Since January 13, the Saigon au-
thorities in south Viet Nam have
brazenly sent warships and airplanes
to infrude into China's territorial
witters and air space around and over
the Hsisha Islands. forcibly occupy
Chinese islands and open fire on
Chinese fishermen engaged in pro-
duction and Chinese naval vessels on
normal patrol duty. They have thus
flagrantly infringed on China's ter-
ritorial integrity and sovereignty and
made frantic provocations against
the Chinese pcople.
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Around 1:00 p.m. on January 15,
warships sent by the Saigon authori-
ties carried out harassment and sabo-
tage against Chinese fishing boat No.
402 which was engaged in production
near Kanchuan Island, shelled the
island flying the national [lag of the
Pcople’s Republic of China and un-
casonably iried lo make the Chinese
lishing vessel China's  own
waltcors.

Avound 8:00 a.m. on January 17,
troops of the Saigon authorities in-
vaded China’s Chinyin Island; at 3:00
p.m., they oceupied China's Kanchuan
Island and  blatantly took down
China’s national flag there.

On the afterncon of January 18,
two naval vessels of the Saigon au-
thorities truculently and unreasonably
rammed Chinese fishing bouats No.
402 and No. 407, and wrecked the
pilothouse of the No. 407 fishing boat
north of the Lingyangchiao Reel.

Later, the Saigon authorities con-
finued their provocations with re-
doubled efforts, ignoring the Chinese
side’s repeated warnings. Arvound 7:00
am. on January 19, troops of the Sai-
gon authorities atlempted to occupy
China’s Chenhang Island. Chinese
fishermen on the island waged a
righteous struggle by reasoning with
them and demanded that they lcave
China’s territory. However, the troops
fired on the Chinese fishermen, killing
and wounding & number of them.
Driven beyond the limits of for-
bearance, the Chinese [fishermen
fought back heroically and repelled
their attack. At 10:20, naval vessels
ot the Saigon authoritics opened fire
on Chenhang Island. At 10:30, four
airplanes of the Saigon authorities
bombed and strafed the island. At
the same time, naval vessels of the
Saigon authorities fired at Chinese
patrol vessels which were forced to
strike back in self-delence.

For a long time. the Saigon au-
thorities in south Viet Nam have har-
bourcd territorial designs on China’s
islands in the South China Sea and
illegally occupied some islands of
China’s Nansha and Hsisha Islands.
Last September, they brazenly an-
nounced the incorporation of more
than len islands of China’s Nansha
Islands, including Nanwei and Tai-
ping, inlo their bounds. The spokes-

man of the Chinese Forcign Ministry
issued a statement on January 11 this
year sternly condemning the Saigon
authorities’ wanton infringement on
China’s territorial integrity and sov-
ercignty and reiterating that China
has indisputable sovercignty over the
Nansha, Hsisha, Chungsha and Tung-
sha Islands. However, in spite of the
Chinese Government’s repeated warn-
ings, they sent armed forees to further
encroach upon China’s territory and
provoke armed conflicts. Such unseru-
pulous provocations by the Saigon
authorities have aroused the strong
indignation of the Chinese people. The
Chinese people are determined to
defend their territorial inlegrity and
sovereignty.  Should Lhe Saigon au-
thorities be bent on acting wilfully
and refuse to stop their encroach-
ments on China’s territory immediate-
ly, they are bound to eat their owsm
bitter fruit.

Chinese Military Delegation in
Pakistan

At the invilation of General Tikka
Khan, Chicf of Staff of the Pakistan
Army, the Chinese Military Goodwill
Delegation, with Deputy Chief of the
General Staff of the Chinese People’s
Liberation Army Chang Tsai-chien as
the leader and Deputy Commander of
the P.L.A. Air Force Tsao Li-huai
as the depuly leader, made a 12-day
friendly visit to Pakistan from Jan-
uary 6 to 17.

The delegation received an ex-
tremely warm welcome duving its stay
in the country.

Prime Minister Zulfikar Ali Bhutt.
received the delegation and gave a
banqucet in its honour on January 12.

In his speech at the banquet, Prime
Minister Bhutto said: The [riendship
between Pakistan and China  has
stood the fest of time and is hisher
than the Karakoram and decper than
the ocean. This friendship is in con-
formity with their policies for the
cstablishment of peace in the world,
particularly in Asia. The relationship
between the armed forces of Pak-
istan and China has grown and it
will grow further with the passage of
time to coniribuie to pcace in the
region.

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“Upside Down” Philosophy and

Capitalist Restoration

— Criticizing Lin Piao’s bourgeois idealism

HE Communist Party of China has gone through ten
major struggles between the two lines in the last
fifty years, cach of them also a struggle between the
{wo world outlooks and between the two lines in phil-
nsophy. Ideologically, all chieftains of the opportlunist
lines invariably based their erroneous lines and policies
on bourgeois idealism in opposing Chairman Mao’s
Marxist-Leninist line, This was so with Chen Tu-hsiu,
Wang Ming and Liu Shao-chi as well as with Lin Piao,
Since the Great Proletarian Cultural Revolution began,
., .irman Mao has led the whole Parly, army and peo-
ple in first smashing the Liu Shao-chi renegade clique
and then the Lin Piao anti-Party clique and in criticizing
their revisionist lines and bourgeois idealism. This was
a great victory for Chairman Mao's proletarian revolu-
tionary line and for dialectical and historical
materialism.

Knowledge Is Not Endowed by Nature

Without exception, idealism of all descriplions
reverses the relations between consciousness and matier
and between knowledge and practicee. Marx and
ingels time and again exposed religion and idealism as
“an inverted world consciousness” and a philosophy
which “turns everything upside down.” What the bour-
seois careerist and conspirator Lin Piao consistently
adhered to was exactly this kind of reaclionary philos-
ophy. While completely denying that knowledge is the
reflection in the mind of the external world and that it

aies from social practice, Lin Piao ad vertised wherever
«d whenever he could that a person was born with
“natural ability” and “special endowments™ or was born
“a genius” and alleged thal knowiedge and talent were
“innate in the womb.” This idealist apriorism constilul-
ed the core of Lin Piao’s bourgeois world outlook and
the theoretical programme of his anti-Parly activities.

Knowledge or talent is not a priori but a posteriori.
This is a question which was solved loag ago in the
struggle between Marxism and ideaiism of all descrip-
lions. In his Theses on Feuerbach writlen more than a
century ago, Marx for the first time introduced “rev-
olulicnary practice” into the theory of knowledge and
set forth the fundamental principles for the dynamic
and revolutionary theory of reflection. Pinpointing the
idealist theory of “genius” which then had been preva-
lent for some time, Marx said thal spreading such a
reactionary fallacy was aimed alt making people knuckle
under “born worthies and sages.” In opposing revision-
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ism in the field of philosophy. Lenin also time
and again made it clear that sensations and ideas are
only reflections of the external world while stressing
that “the standpoint of life, of practice, should
be first and fundamental in the theory of knowledge.”
(Materialism and Empirio-Criticism.)

Upholding the principles of the matevialist theory
of reflection, Lenin scientifically explained where a
proletarian revolutionary’s talent came from and how
it developed. Speuking of Y.M. Sverdlov, for instance,
Lenin pointed out that “his wonderful vrganizing talenis
developed in the course of long struggle” and that he
“cultivated every one of his wonderful gifts as a great
revolutionary who had passed through and experienc-
ed different epuchs in the severcst conditions of revolu-
tionary activity.” (Speech in Memory of Y.M. Sverdlon.)

In his struggle against opportunism and revisionism,
Chairman Mao. with a view to exposing their mistakes
{rom the viewpoint of the Marxist theory of knowledge,
specifically wrote On Practice, Where Do Correct Ideas
Come From? and other important works systematically
criticizing the bourgcois idealism of Wang Ming. Liu
Shao-chi and their like and profoundly expounding the
Marxist viewpoint that “they [correct ideas] come from
social practice, and from it alone; they come from three
kinds of social practice, the struggle for production, the
class struggle and scientific experiment.”  Explaining
why Marx, Engels, Lenin and Stlalin could work out
their theories, Chairman Mao put special emphasis on
the f[act that “they personally took part in the practice
of the class struggle and the scientific experimentation
of their time” and that lacking this condition “no genius
could have succeeded.”

That correet ideas come only from social practice is
a truth which has been proved by the history of man-
kind's social practice — the history of the struggle for
production. the history of class struggle and the history
of the development of sciencce. All the achievements
gained by mankind in the slruggle io transform the
objective world result from our ideas being in con-
formily with the law of the objeclive external waorid.
At a time when the materialist theory of reflection s
increasingly become a powerful ideological weapon {or
the broad masses of the people to transform sociely and
nature, Lin Piao, however, went out of his way to
trumpet idealist apriorism and oppose dialectical materi-
alism. This only served to rcveal him as a shameless
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
